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This month at the RSC, we tackled all the business at hand and we were able to end our meeting
an hour early. The reoccurring motion to have any issues that had to be brought back to the area
to be voted on only be RCM’s was brought up again but it still didn’t pass. There was one
particular key point that helped me and some others to make an informed decision. The
Regional Treasure had kept track of the votes over the last year. He took a count of the votes as
they currently stand, with all addicts being able to vote and then he took another count of an
RCM only vote and he reported to the Region that there was no difference on the outcome of the
votes.

There were a lot of elections on the table by unfortunately there were not a lot of willing
members to fill these positions. The new chair of the Region is John S, the outgoing Vice Chair.
We also voted in the MNNAC 15 Chair. The positions still vacant at the Minnesota Region are:
Vice Chair (3 yrs clean), Outreach Chair (3 yrs. clean), Literature Chair (3 yrs clean) on
MNNAC Regional Representative (2 yrs clean) and four UMSO (Upper Midwest Service Office)
Representatives (2 yrs clean).

Again, there was more talk about having insurance for NA but we are still in the process of
gathering statistics on the number of addicts attending various meetings and functions. We did
however find out that the UMSO can sometimes cover events with their insurance, as long as
there are no risks of drowning.

You are welcome to submit your thoughts on the NA world
website. There is an NA World Service Workshop that will be held in Lincoln, NE May 2™,
The H&I Newsletter will no longer be available on paper for free in order to reduce costs
however, it will be available for free via the web. You can still subscribe for the newsletter on
paper for a fee but the online subscription will be free. WCNA, the world convention of
Narcotics Anonymous is being held this year August 30™ to September 2" in San Antonio, TX.
The RD also reported that any motions to the CAR (Conference Agenda Reports) are due by
August 29", The next CAR is scheduled for 2008.
